Beatrice Discovered Community 
Through a Women’s Group in 
Kenya

For Beatrice, BSF is more than just a Bible 
study. Beatrice's group has become like a 
family. After spending several years in prison, 
Beatrice rejoined her community as a new 
creation in Christ. But she struggled to find 
women who were willing to help her grow. 
Then she discovered BSF.​

“When I first heard about the Exile and Return 
study, I was very emotional. I said to myself, 
this study is about me. Prison was my exile. 
I was in a foreign land, away from my family, 
with nobody visiting me. I lost everything.​

In prison I met God. I prayed a lot. I fasted. I 
used to pray in the night when everybody was 
sleeping. I used to talk to God and cry. God 
never left me there.​

When I came out, my return was not easy. I 
had to start again from scratch. Healing does 

not take one day. But God brought me out, and 
I am here today because of God’s grace.”​

Today, with the help of her BSF sisters in 
Christ, Beatrice is starting a ministry to help 
children and parents who have been separated 
by adversity. As God continues to transform 
Beatrice through in-depth Bible study, He is 
using her story to help transform the lives of 
others. ​

When Becky moved to Australia from Hong 
Kong, she felt isolated and alone. Without 
a Cantonese-speaking community, Becky 
struggled to find meaningful relationships. “I 
felt the cultural impact. I just couldn’t adjust. 
And at that time, I didn’t have God in my life.” ​

Struggling through loneliness as a stay-at-
home mom, Becky battled seasons of deep 
depression. Then a neighbor told her about BSF. ​

“I still remember that first lesson. I couldn't 
control my tears. For years I felt like I wasn’t 
good enough, but God answered me. The 
world is teaching us so many distorted ideas. 
In BSF, through the Bible, I found truth.” ​

Becky’s early years in Australia helped her 
develop  a deep compassion for a growing 
community of Chinese-speaking women 

immigrating to Australia—women who 
immigrate from Chinese-speaking countries. 
Today, she serves as a BSF Group Leader in a 
recently-formed Cantonese Discussion Group.​

“Sharing about our faith in our own language 
is another level of sharing. We may be able to 
have everyday conversations in English, but 
it's hard to express ourselves. BSF gives us a 
place to share deeply and personally.” ​

By attending a Leader's Meeting online, 
Becky is bringing in-depth Bible study to 
women who desperately need the hope of 
God's Word. As part of a growing Cantonese-
speaking audience, BSF is more accessible for 
women like Becky. Today, we support more 
Cantonese-speaking groups—making BSF 
more accessible than ever before!
